Chapters 1-2 Learning Objectives:

In chapter 1 students will:

· Solve word problems that involve adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing whole numbers

· Find the perimeter of geometric figures and the area of a rectangle

· Round a given number to a specified place value

· Find an average of a given data set

· Use exponents to write a number in expanded form

· Evaluate exponential expressions

· Simplify a given expression using the order of operations

· Evaluate a given expression for specified values

· Write a verbal expression algebraically

In chapter 2 students will:

· Represent quantities with integers

· Use a greater than or less than symbol to compare the size of integer expressions

· Find the opposite of a given number

· Evaluate expressions that involve absolute values and exponents

· Order given expressions (that have integers, exponents and absolute values)

· Answer questions about graphs and tables

· Add, subtract, multiply and divide integers

· Solve word problems that involve adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing integers

· Find the average of given integers

· Use the order of operations to simplify given expressions

· Solve equations and check potential solutions
