Quiz 1: Reaction Essay
Remember that your reaction essay should be in the standard reaction essay form: that is, it should include an introductory section where you should start developing logical arguments, a body to back up whatever position you have staked out and a conclusion to wrap things up. Your argument(s) should be drawn from the article itself; others can be drawn from your experience, your other classes, or wherever.  Though the remaining structure is open to your interpretation, there should be some structure: do not wander from point to point and change opinions. Papers do poorly that bounce back and forth like a pinball.
